SOPRANO

The American soprano Sarah M. Newman has been living in Munich since 2008 and
has established herself as a versatile and expressive soloist in the field of sacred and
Baroque music. Her passion lies in early music, and she captivates audiences with
her fresh and inspired interpretations of works such as J.S. Bach’s “St. John Passion”,
“Christmas Oratorio”, and “Mass in B minor”, C. Monteverdi’s “Vespro della Beata
Vergine”, and D. Buxtehudes “Membra Jesu Nostri”.

In 2025, she is looking forward to performing as the soprano soloist in W.A.
Mozarl's “Requiem” in Burgau, singing W.A. Mozart’s “Grabmusik” and J. Haydn’s
“Stabat Mater” with BachWerk Vokal at the Haydn Region Niederosterreich
Festival, and taking on the soprano I Solon C. Monteverdi’s “Vespro della Beata
Vergine”with the Vocalensemble Rastatt at the Rheingau Musik Iestival. Further
exciling projects are in the works.

She was also featured in significant performances in 2024. She sang as the soprano
soloist in G.F. Hiandel's “Alexander’s Feast” at Schloss Dachau, J. Brahms’ “Requiem”
in Heidelberg, J. Rutter’s “Requiem” in Burgau, as well as J.S. Bach’s “St. John
Jassion” at the Munich Cathedral (Frauenkirche), among many others.

Alongside her work as a concert soloist, Sarah M. Newman sings regularly with
renowned ensembles such as the Kammerchor Stuttgart, Schola Heidelberg - with
whom she recorded the CD “Eros und Gewalt”, released in 2024 with Genuin
Records - and the medieval ensemble Per-Sonat whose CD “Orpheus’ Echo” was
also released in 2024 with Christophorus Records.

The soprano is a graduate of The Juilliard School and the Manhattan School of
Music in New York City. She is a scholarship recipient of the Weil3enbrunn Palace
Bovicelli Competition for Diminution.
